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Maoz Israel has worked for over 45 years to strengthen believers 
because we believe that a strong believing community creates a 
powerful witness and is a proven way for the Gospel to flourish 
in Israel. 

Ari and Shira Sorko-Ram, founders of Maoz Israel, together with 
their son-in-law and daughter Kobi and Shani Ferguson and their 
five children make up three generations of Israelis living and 
ministering in Israel.  

Though Kobi and Shani have been involved with Maoz for years, 
2021 marked the year Kobi and Shani stepped into the role of 
President and CEO and Chief Creative respectively. 
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Among some of the more heartwarming efforts we’ve been 
privileged to be a part of this year, Maoz joined with several 
ministries to fund the purchase of an Hatikvah Project’s 
emergency foster care home. Hatikvah Project is led by Evan 
Levine.

It’s hard to grasp the significance of many things happening in modern Israel when you don’t 
live here. That’s why for over forty years, we have published a monthly newsletter that offers 
spiritual, political and social insight into Israel from the perspective of local Israelis.

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I Stand with Israel has been helping Israeli believers, 
widows, orphans and victims of terrorism stand 
on their feet for over 20 years. Each year we take 
on unique opportunities to show Israelis they are 
not alone in their struggles. God sees them and 
has moved in the hearts of Christians and Jewish 
believers around the world to come to their aid.

With a working model that adapts to the needs on 
the ground, ISWI seeks to help in a way that will 
make a difference years from now. 
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During the lockdowns this year we scoured the land to find 
families and individuals who were struggling. 

We also brought gifts and spent time with at-risk kids in homes 
where there was no one to go home to during the summer 
months. We also sponsored Bar Mitzvah trips for boys without 
fathers.
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When the lockdowns were over we found 
businesses that had taken a hit from the 
closures and helped reverse the financial 
gap they incurred.

In between lockdowns, we were able 
to help families with special needs children, orphaned brothers 
dealing with the complexities of immigrating to Israel, widowed 
families dealing with the loss of a spouse and household income, 
and college students aspiring to influence their field as believers.
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One of the more unique projects I Stand with Israel took on this 
year was the Sounds of Peace–turning rockets fired by Hamas 
on Israel into musical instruments children (and adults) suffering 
from PTSD can make music with. From steel drums to David’s lyre 
that rings out Israel’s national anthem, “Children wait in line to 
play on these,” the supervisor of the counseling center told us 
when we went to see the final product in Ashkelon.

While beating swords into plowshares is promised to take place 
when war is no longer a threat, beating rockets and missiles into 
musical instruments is our pre-emptive statement of worship 
before the Lord. Until that day comes, ISWI is proud to provide 
for the non-military basic needs of our IDF soldiers.
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The restoration of the role of Israel as a worship leader among the 
nations is a very real calling for this generation. This is why Maoz 
has invested so heavily in building a dedicated team of skilled 
musicians, singers and songwriters for the purpose of filling our 
nation with worship once again.

Maoz Israel Music takes a holistic 
approach to raising up this army of 

worshipers. We train young children 
with the goal of bringing them to 

a place where they are able 
to join their congregation’s 

worship team, write their 
own music and even 

record their worship 
in the studio. 
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This year we released a “First Fruits” live performance 
album with a collection of “the best of” original songs 
in Hebrew and Arabic from the artists we work with. The 
filmed worship concert is available online and will be 
available on all music platforms in 2022. 

In his day, King David had scribes recording and documenting 
the events of the day–and the songs being written at the time. 
But we believe if King David were alive today–he would have 
preferred having a recording studio to record the worship that 
came forth from his Psalmists. And as such, we have an entire 
team of modern-day Psalmists writing and recording Hebrew, 
English and Arabic worship as fast as we can possibly get it out.
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Though Israeli’s are known 
as “the People of the Book” 

they don’t have nearly as 
much access to spiritual 
writings about Yeshua as 

the English speaking world. 
Therefore we search for 
a wide variety of books 

to translate and publish 
–from devotionals, to 

kids’ books, to novels, to 
discipleship manuals–and 
now in a joint project with 

Israel’s Bible Society–a 
unique Bible as well!
